                                       REGULAR   MEETING    JANUARY 4, 2010

The Wrightstown Township Board of Supervisors met on Monday, January 4, 2010  in the Meeting Room of the Wrightstown Township Municipal Building,   2203 Second Street Pike,   Wrightstown, Pa.,   Chair Chester S. Pogonowski called the Meeting to order at 7:55 P. M., following the Reorganization Meeting.  Members present were Vice Chair  Jane B. Magne;  Member Robert S. Lloyd; Engineer Mario Canales; Solicitor Terry Clemons and Township Manager Joseph F. Pantano.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:    On motion of Member Lloyd, seconded by Member Magne Minutes of the Meeting held on December 21, 2009 were approved as written.  All voted in favor.
APPROVAL OF BILLS:  On motion of Member Magne, seconded by Member Lloyd Invoices in the amount of  General Fund monies of $50,539.96; Cable Access monies in the amount of $1,424.45;  Liquid Fuel Fund monies in the amount of $70.00 were approved as presented.   On motion of Member Magne, seconded by Member Lloyd and approved by all Members present,   Payroll Account Transfers in the amount of $15,000.  were approved.
ANNOUNCEMENTS:  Member Magne reported on activities of The Village Library, stating there would be an on-going weight lifting Program and a Scrabble Club which requires pre-registration.  

Member Magne  encouraged residents to contribute to funds toward the stained glass panel which will be installed behind the dias in the Meeting Room.  
Chair Pogonowski reported on an Executive Session which was held on Monday,  December 28, 2009 during which the Board discussed salaries of Township personnel and land acquisition.  He stated the Board had discussed proposals which have been received for the Chippewa Farm site.  Three of the persons who made presentations will be invited to attend the Board meeting scheduled for Monday,   February 1, 2009 to dialogue with the Board.
There was no Public Comment at this time.  

SOLICITOR’S  REPORT:   There were no items to report to the Board at this time.

MANAGER’S  REPORT:  There were no items to report to the Board at this time.
