

WRIGHTSTOWN  TOWNSHIP  BOARD  OF  SUPERVISORS

MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING  OF OCTOBER 5, 2009

The Wrightstown Township Board of Supervisors met on Monday, October 5, 2009 in the Meeting Room of the Township Municipal Building,  2203 Second Street Pike,  Wrightstown, Pa.   The Regular Meeting was called to order at 7:30 P. M. by Vice Chair Jane B. Magne.  Also in attendance were Member/Treasurer Robert S. Lloyd,  Township Solicitor Terry Clemons, Township Engineer Mario Canales and Township Manager Joseph F. Pantano.
Approval of Minutes:   On motion by Member Lloyd, seconded by Member Magne and approved by all Members present,  Minutes of the Regular Meeting dated September 21, 2009 and Minutes of the Work Session  dated September 28, 2009  were approved without comment.
Approval of Bills:   On motion of Member Lloyd, seconded by Member Magne to approve the  General Fund Bills dated October 5, 2009 in the amount of $130,680.15;  Park & Recreation Fund Bills in the amount of $814.07;   Cable Access Fund Bills in the amount of $59.95 and Escrow Fund Bills in the amount of $11,624.50.  With no additional comment,  all voted in favor.
Announcements: Ms. Magne announced programs sponsored by The Village Library:   Reading to Hardy,  Tax Talk,  Used Book Sale and SAT Practice Exams.  She announced the Park & Recreation Board Harvest Festival scheduled for Saturday, October 24th at the Grange Fair Grounds and The Lingohocken Fire Department Open House on October 9th.  She invited residents and friends to the Veterans Memorial Service & Municipal Services Open House scheduled for Saturday,  November 14, 1:30 – 3:30 P. M. at the Township Municipal Building,  2203 Second Street Pike, Wrightstown, Pa.
Public Comment:   There was no Public Comment at this time.

Engineer’s Report:    Engineer  Canales reported that the reconstruction project on Brownsburg and Crest Roads was completed during the week of September 28th which had been completed ahead of schedule.
Solicitor’s Report:    Terry Clemons,  Esq.,  reviewed Resolution #2009-024,  Minor Subdivision Plans of Eureka Stone Quarry Tract to Alex & Ursula Gelleri,  Tax Parcel No. 53-001-063,  including Land Swap and waivers previously agreed to by the Board of Supervisors;  on Motion of Member Lloyd, seconded by Member Magne and agreed to by all Members present,   the Resolution will be signed and dated October 5, 2009.  
Robert Thomas Homes, LLC:   TP #53-15-8; #53-15-8-1;  #53-15-8-2; #53-15-8-3  Lark Lane Land Development & Financial Security Agreement.  East River Bank,  4341 Ridge Avenue,  Phila., Pa.,  19129  has contracted with RT Homes, LLC., to complete the project on Lark Lane,  as explained to the Board by Solicitor Clemons.  By Motion of Member Lloyd, seconded by Member Magne and approved by all Members present, Documents will be signed  indicating adoption of the Agreements.
Manager’s Report:  Manager Pantano reviewed Bucks County Consortium Salt Bid documents with the Board including costs expended during the Winter Season,  2008-2009.  By Motion of Member Lloyd, seconded by Member Magne International Salt Company, LLC,  was awarded the bid in the amounts of $57.85  price per ton  delivered  and $57.00   price per ton undelivered.  All voted in favor. 
Manager Pantano reported  on RFP’s received  relating to consideration of future use(s)  of Chippewa Farm buildings.   Responses have been received from Wrightstown Family Medicine;  (Dr. Paul Caracappa, D.O. & Dr. Ellen H. Kim, M. D.);  Styer Lane (Tim Field);  Pryda Historic Renovations (Thomas F. Crawford, P.C.,);  Mountain Laurel Spirits, LLC,;  and New York Academy of Visual & Performing Arts - No Proposal submitted by Monique Williams.  Member Lloyd suggested Proposals be carefully considered by Board Members and  made available to the public for further discussion at an upcoming Work Session.
Webcasting Agreement:    Solicitor Clemons reported on changes to the agreement  with Webcasting.com.Inc., for re-broadcasting of Township Meetings.  The Contract will begin October 1, 2009 and end September 30, 2011 at a cost of $3,000.  annually;  including a $100.  One-Time Set-up charge.  The Township may be may be responsible for Indexing or the company will provide the option of doing the indexing for $100. as an Optional consideration.   By Motion of Member Lloyd, seconded by Member Magne, the Contract was approved as defined.
Resident Le Sheppard, Durham Road,   inquired about the Indexing/Coding being done by Webcasting.com, LLC  or the Township.  The Contract  allows for editorial option, however,  Webcasting.com.Inc., will be doing the indexing to begin.
Adjournment:    There being no further business to come before the Board,   the Meeting was duly adjourned.
