     MINUTES  OF  REGULAR  MEETING,   OCTOBER 19, 2009

 The Wrightstown Township Board of Supervisors met on Monday, October 19, 2009 in the Meeting Room of the Township Municipal Building, 2203 Second Street Pike,  Wrightstown, Pa.   The Regular Meeting was called to order at 7:30 P. M. by Chair Chester S. Pogonowski.  In attendance was Vice Chair Jane B. Magne.  Secretary/Treasurer Robert S. Lloyd was absent.  Also in attendance were Solicitor Susan Piette, Engineer Mario Canales and Township Manager Joseph F. Pantano.
Approval of Minutes:     On motion of Member Magne, seconded by Member Pogonowski to approve the General Fund Bills dated October 19, 2009 in the amount of  $33, 170.27;   Liquid Fuels Bills in the amount of $8,496.00;  Park & Recreation Bills in the amount of $130.00,  Escrow Bills in the amount of $12,091.02 and Interfund Transfers in the amount of $10,000.   With no additional comment,   all voted in favor.
Announcements:   Ms. Magne announced programs scheduled at The Village Library including  “Read to Hardy”;  “Tax Talk”;  a “Used Book Sale” and a ‘bag-sale’.  She also reminded residents and friends of the on-going Farmers’ Market sales each Saturday through November 21nd at the Township parking lot and the Park & Recreation Board “Harvest Festival”   on Saturday,  October 24th from 4 – 7 P. M. at the Middletown Grange site.  Ms. Magne invited residents and friends to the Armed Services Veterans Memorial Ceremony and Municipal Services Day scheduled for Saturday,  November 14, 2009 from 1:30 to 3:30 P. M.  at the Township Municipal Building.  
Public Comment:    There was no Public Comment at this time.

Solicitor’s Report:   Documents which had been approved on October 5, 2009 by Resolution #2009-024;   Eureka Stone Quarry to Alex & Ursula Gelleri being Tax Parcel #53-001-063,  including Land Swap and waivers previously agreed to by the Board of Supervisors were presented for signatures.  
Engineer’s Report:    Engineer Canales had submitted a monthly report,  noting that no unfavorable comments had been received relating to the reconstruction of Brownsburg Road during the month of September.  
Department Reports:   Lt. Glenn Forsyth distributed copies of the September Police Department Report of activities and reviewed same.  He reported on an incident occurring at 11 A. M.  this day at 2450 Second Street Pike relating to a PECO excavation finding of a burial vault as part of the installation of electric service.  The Bucks County Coroner discovered that interred remains were that of a pet.  
Code Department;  Road Department;  Lingohocken Fire Department and Central Bucks Ambulance Squad Reports were received and will be filed.   Central Bucks Ambulance Squad Chief,  Chuck Pressler will be scheduled for an upcoming Meeting   with the Board of Supervisors to report on activities regarding dispatch orders and    response times.
Manager’s Report:   Manager Pantano reported that persons &/or organizations which had submitted RFP’s relating to the Chippewa Farm would be scheduled to meet with the Board of Supervisors at Work Sessions.    During an inspection of the barn it was reported that serious deterioration of beams and cross-arms was apparent.   Manager Pantano was authorized to have the Engineer’s evaluate and report on the condition of the barn.
Manager Pantano stated that drainage work had been started along rights-of-way in the Wrenwood Development which would improve rainwater run-off.

Manager Pantano noted that his major efforts had been spent with Department Heads in further development of the 2010 Draft Budget.  Chair Pogonowski requested copies of the Draft Budget be made available to the public at the Township Building and inserted in the Township website.

New Business:    Escrow Release Request #4, Pineville Tavern  was recommended by Engineer Canales in the amount of $1,800.  A concern regarding the finished height of parking lot lighting will be resolved by further inspections.  Pedestals at the base of each light had not been shown on Final Plans submitted earlier.   On motion of Member Magne, seconded by Member Pogonowski and approved by all Members present,   Release #4 in the amount of $1,800.  was approved.
Real Estate Tax refunds were approved for the following Parcels by Motion of Member Magne, seconded by Member Pogonowski as submitted by Tax Collector Greg Soto:
T. P. #53-001-015-002:   Daniel & Kathleen Stretz for 2008 in the amount of $124.64 and 2009 in the amount of $498.58;   T. P. #53-009-010-008:  Anthony & Janine Pagano in the amount of $7.55;  T. P. #53-001-018: Ham Real Estate, LLC., in the amount of $155.72.
2010 Draft Budget:   A brief discussion focused on year-to-date expenditures compared to 2009 Budget figures;   projections through 2009;   fixed expenses as well as expenditures for suggested property improvements;   proposed large-budget items for Public Works Department equipment.
Another review of the 2010 Draft Budget will be done at the Work Session Meeting on October 26, 2009,  with a tentative date of November 2, 2009 for a public presentation.
Adjournment:    There being no further business to come before the Board,   the meeting was duly adjourned by motion of Member Magne, seconded by Member Pogonowski and approved.
